for Postponed or Canceled Meetings
When meetings are scheduled for College Park, the meeting will be cancelled whenever the UMCP campus is closed due to inclement weather, or for any emergency reason.  Most radio and TV stations broadcast 'closing information.'  You should also check the UMCP home website at:  http://www.umd.edu/umnews/alert.html
You may also call the UMCP campus information line at:  301-405-1000.  If possible, the Maryland 4-H Center will also put a notice on voicemail at 301-314-9070 with specific information related to the closing, cancellation or postponement of programs.

If a program sponsored by the Maryland 4-H Center is scheduled in a location away from UMCP we will follow the policy that most counties follow. When schools in that county are closed, or close early due to inclement weather, the 4-H activity will be cancelled that day or that evening.
