The contestants will be grouped according to age.  Juniors (8-10 yrs., Intermediates  (11-13 yrs) and Seniors (14-18 yrs).  The cost will be $10 per contestant. If you are participating in the educational weekend, your contest fee was included with the registration fee for the weekend.

The following areas will be included in the contest:
Part I – Tree Identification 
· Junior Division will match the picture/tree with the Name of 10 Species
· Intermediates will match the picture/tree with 20 species 

· Seniors will match the picture/tree with 20 species
Part II – Insect Identification
· Juniors will match insects or examples of their damage with the Name of 5 Insects
· Intermediate will match insects or examples of their damage with the Name of 10 Insects

· Seniors will match insects or examples of their damage with the Name of 10 Insects
Part III – Disease Identification
· Juniors will match 5 diseases, specimens of disease damage or other forest health indicators with the appropriate disease. 

· Intermediates will match 10 diseases, specimens of disease damage or other forest health indicators with the appropriate disease. 

· Seniors will match 10 diseases, specimens of disease damage or other forest health indicators with the appropriate disease. 

Part IV – Compass Orienteering

Contestants will learn to estimate ground distances by using the pacing method and to determine direction of travel using a compass. This will be accomplished by measuring a course of line.  Lines may be level or slope up or down.  Successive lines may or may not be continuous.

· Juniors will estimate distances and determine direction of travel of 3 lines

· Intermediates will estimate distances and determine direction of travel of 5 lines

· Seniors will estimate distances and determine direction of travel of 5 lines.
Part V – Tree Measurements 

Contestants will learn to measure standing trees in order to estimate the volume of forest products that may be obtained from the trees. 
· Juniors will estimate diameter, merchantable height, and volume of 2 trees. 
· Intermediates will estimate diameter, merchantable height, and volume of 4 trees. 
· Seniors will estimate diameter, merchantable height, and volume of 5 trees, along with identifying the tree species of each tree.
