5) Collaborate with another judge and contest officials to assign Danish merit award to each presentation judged and select a champion and reserve champion presentation in each category judged.

QUALIFICATIONS:

1) Familiarity with fundamentals of giving presentations and speeches.

2) Knowledge of basic horse matter subject.

3) Familiarity with the competencies and skills of junior, intermediate, and senior-aged 4-H youth.

4) Ability to interact positively with 4-H-aged youth.

5) Must be confirmed by the participating county as an approved Maryland Cooperative Extension Volunteer or complete a Maryland Cooperative Extension Short-Term Volunteer Appointment agreement.
