2) Willingness to adhere to Maryland 4-H Behavioral Expectations and Maryland Cooperative Extension volunteer policy guidelines, obey and enforce Maryland 4-H Disciplinary Policy and Procedures, and Maryland 4-H Horse Jamboree rules and procedures.

3) Familiarity with the competencies and needs of junior, intermediate, and senior-aged 4-H youth.

4) Ability to interact positively with 4-H-aged youth.

5) Must be confirmed by the participating county as an approved Maryland Cooperative Extension Volunteer or complete a Maryland Cooperative Extension Short-Term Volunteer Appointment agreement.
