Potential conflicts of interest include, but are not limited to, being a relative, friend, 4-H leader, trainer, or in a leasing/business relationship with the 4-H’er or his or her immediate family.

5) Must be confirmed by the participating county as an approved Maryland Cooperative Extension Volunteer or complete a Maryland Cooperative Extension Short-Term Volunteer Appointment agreement.
