TITLE:
State Poultry Judging Coach

PURPOSE:
To coach the State’s Poultry Judging team prior to, during, and after all Regional and National Contests.

MAJOR RESPONSIBILITIES:

1) Attend and participate in required orientations, practices, and training prior to, during and after accepting the volunteer role.

2) Provide leadership for orientation, practices, training, prior to, during and after accepting the volunteer role

3) Plan, implement and evaluate event plans, practices, or procedures prior to, during and after the activity.

4) Escort the state team to the National Contest.

5) Adhere to and enforce the MCE 4-H Volunteer Expectations.
6) Adhere to the Maryland 4-H Disciplinary Policy and Procedures.
7) Transport team to appropriate locations for practices and contests.
8) Final report of program results, finances and evaluations returned to the State 4-H Animal Sciences Specialist at the Maryland 4-H Center within 10 working days of returning from trip.
QUALIFICATIONS:

1) Must be able to communicate positively with 4-H-aged youth.

2) Must be 21 years or older.  If driving a rental vehicle, must be 25.
3) Must have been a MCE volunteer for at least 3 years.

4) Must be familiar with the MCE behavior expectations.

5) Must have skills and experience in teaching, coaching, written and/or oral communications that are appropriate for Poultry Judging teams.

6) Must have working knowledge of the National Poultry Judging Contest.

7) Must have understanding of the Poultry Industry.

8) Must be able to discipline youth that do not follow the 4-H Youth Behavioral Expectations.
9) Must have valid license, appropriate insurance and experience to drive a 15-passenger van necessary for activity.

10) Must be organized and communicate effectively with youth.

11) Must be able to manage funds responsibly.

12) Must be confirmed by the participating county as an approved Maryland Cooperative Extension Volunteer.

Eastern Region Poultry Judging Contest, Richmond, VA; National Poultry Judging Contest, Louisville, KY.

TIME REQUIREMENTS:
Approximately four months.  Time that team is determined until the return from National trip.

TENURE:                   Four Months

A training and orientation prior to trips and training’s.  In addition, must participate in the training and orientation of team members and parents.
