Responsibilities: Discipline-specific team members are expected to participate actively in state training team activities, teaching other adults and teen leaders about one of the four 4-H Sportfishing "disciplines": Tackle Crafting, Aquatic Ecology/Biology, Fishing Skills, and Angling Ethics/Fisheries Management. Specific duties may include: 

 understanding and communicating the mission, vision, and goals of your state 4-H Sportfishing program; 

 participating in state 4-H Sportfishing planning and volunteer training sessions; 

 teaching discipline-specific topics at state training workshops or events; 

 assisting other team members in implementing the 4-H Sportfishing program statewide. 

Qualifications: It is best that discipline-specific team members are willing to participate in training adults and teen leaders (even if they continue their own activities working with youth directly). Also, team members should have some (or many) of the following qualities, knowledge, and experiences: 

· interests and experiences in programs which support youth development; 

· interests and experiences in sportfishing, and/or sportfishing education; 

· desire and ability to work effectively instructing others, particularly other adults and teen leaders; 
· commitment to teaching others how to become effective mentors and role models for youth in sportfishing. 
· Must be able to communicate positively with youth and adults

· Must be 21 years or older 

· Must have been an MCE volunteer for at least 3 years
