Operation Snowflake – Donielle Inskeep and Friends
Operation Snowflake is an opportunity for our clovers and younger 4-H’ers, between the ages of   6 – 11 attending the Teen & Adult Volunteer Forum, to participate in a brand new, unique forum activity. Each of the five sessions will highlight a different area of 4-H from arts and crafts, to community service, animal science, nutrition, games, and much more. Entrepreneur/Workforce Readiness Workshop – Kendra Wells and Friends

We invite adult and youth teams to participate in this workshop where you will learn how to teach “Get In the Act” and “Be the E” curriculum to 4-H youth. Participants will identify their talents, interests and skills and explore what it takes to get your first job and start your own business. The training is interactive, and participants will be encouraged to ask questions and complete activities from the curricula! The goal of the training is for you to take what you have learned and teach youth in your city/county educational programs and, for the youth to demonstrate what they have learned by implementing career and business ventures in their educational programs and/or communities. At the completion of the training, teams will develop action plans that can be used to apply for mini-grants to support the delivery of local programs. First Session

1A Being Safe Is No Accident – Sharon Pahlman, April Barczweski and Sheryl Burdette  

Come learn how you can share safe practices with youth and others as you participate in various activities that will be great resources for your 4-H club. Teen are encouraged to participate as these are great junior leadership resources.  Topics to be included are weather, hearing awareness, disability awareness, roadway safety and more.  
1B Diversity - Learning About Stereotypes and Embracing Diversity – April Hall Barczweski

Many people get uneasy when the word DIVERSITY is mentioned. Diversity is everywhere and it is what makes our nation great!  In this workshop, participants will be actively engaged in hands-on activities to learn about the stereotypes that we have and might not be aware of, and they will learn to embrace diversity when working with community programs. 
1C Kids Taking Charge – Alganesh Piechocinski  

Today, more single parents and families with two working parents have to leave their children at home alone during some part of the day.  Child care experts estimate that more than 5 million children between the age 6 and 12 are home alone for some period of time every day.  Although youth in self care develop independence and responsibility, they are most likely than those supervised by adults to be victimized and be involved in delinquent behavior. This hands-on workshop will provide curriculum and resources which can be used by parents, volunteers, and youth workers.

1D SET Fun With Robotics ​ Arlene and Willie Lantz, Phil Malone and Garrett County Teens

Join the teens from Garrett County in a hands-on fun time with the LEGO NXT robotics.  Today you will learn step by step programming for your robot through a series of trials to learn how to program your robot to drive in a square.  Have fun with science, engineering and technology (SET) with LEGOs! Take home hand outs to conduct your own 4-H Robotics workshops back in your county.

1E Teaching Natural Resource Conservation to your 4-H Club – Tom Hutson

Natural resources are used to make products ranging from cell phones to houses.  Humans are using resources at an increasing rate to meet the needs of a growing population.  In this workshop we will carry out several
simulations that help youth understand resource conservation.  Participants will receive a curriculum containing lessons they can teach to their 4-H clubs.
