From Baltimore:

Take 1-695 to I-97 South to Bowie (via route 3/301).

Turn left onto Queen Anne Road (after you pass Route 214 & the WaWa).

Go 2 miles to PR4H Center (sign on left – road on right).

From Northwest DC area:

Take I-495 to Route 50 East towards Annapolis.

Exit on Route 301 South toward Richmond. Go approximately 5 miles.

Turn left onto Queen Anne Road, (after you pass Route 214 & the WaWa).

Go 2 miles to PR4H Center (sign on left – road on right).

From South DC area:

Take Route 4 (Pennsylvania Ave.) East to Route 301. North-go 5 miles.

Take right onto Queen Anne Road.

Go 2 miles to PR4H Center (sign on left – road on right).

From East (Annapolis/Bay Bridge) area:

Take Route 50 west toward Richmond/Bowie.

 Exit on Route 301 South toward Richmond. Go approximately 5 miles.

Turn left onto Queen Anne Road, (after you pass Route 214 & the WaWa).

Go 2 miles to PR4H Center (sign on left – road on right).

Caution:

When coming from north Map-quest sends you via Queen Anne BRIDGE Road (you need to cross Central Ave/214 if you come that way)– it is easier to go to QUEEN ANNE ROAD off of route 301.
